NEW BIRTH RECORD

The State Registrar indicates that in most cases it is unnecessary to seek a new live birth certificate.  Issuance of a new live birth certificate seals the original certificate and the new name is the only one that appears on the new certificate.

It is typically sufficient to ask for an Addendum to the original birth certificate, reflecting the name change.  This prevents removal of the birth name of the individual on the certificate.

If you desire a new birth certificate, the Court will need to have the original.  An application form which must be signed by the petitioner requesting a change to the birth certificate will be provided.  The application along with a true copy of the Order Changing Name and a fee of $26.00 must be sent to the State Registrar at
